PEDIGREE OF RICHARD GRIFFITH OF WALTON WEST IN THE HUNDRED OF RHOS, PEMBROKESHIRE AND OF EDWARD GRIFFITH OF BEDSTONE IN THE COUNTRY OF SHROPSHIRE
Richard Griffith married Elizabeth, sister to William Moore Esq.  Richard and Elizabeth Griffith were the parents of:

1.
Griffith Griffith, he married Joan [Jowan], daughter of Selmont David [Simon David or Davies] of Koksel [Coxall, gent.], a farm in the parish of Bucknell, Co. Shropshire.  The Davies family are recorded living at Coxall in the earliest surviving parish register of Bucknell.  For example, John Davies of Coxall, Gent., was buried on 31 May 1608 and Thomas Davies of Coxall was buried on 10 March 1658/9.  Griffith and Joan Griffith were the parents of:

a.
Richard Griffith, parson of Walton West in the Hundred of Rhos, Co. Pembroke.  Richard Griffith married Anne O’Reilly, daughter of Martin O’Reilly of Warddon, Esq. by Margaret, daughter of James Power, Esq.  He was living in 1613, when he signed the Visitation pedigree of Lewis Dwnn and seems to have held the living at Walton West from 1613 to 1619, when he was replaced by William Ormond on 2 November 1619, who was presented by Sir John Stepney and who also held the living of Haverfordwest St. Mary [West Wales Historical Records, Volume II, p. 194].  Whether Sir John Stepney held the living from 1613 to 1619 is unknown.  An Alice ----- is mentioned in the will of John Griffith of Bedstone, 1614, as his sister.  Could this be the same person?  Richard and Ann Griffith were the parents of:

Peter Griffith.  Living 1613.

Harry [Hari] Griffith.  Living 1613.

Elizabeth Griffith.  Living 1613.
b.
John Griffith.  He married Ann, daughter of Edward Langffort or Langport.  He lived in the parish of Bedstone, Co. Salop.  He left a will, dated 3 May 1614, and proved at London on 23 April 1616.  He owned various livestock, whose disposition was recorded and this included 44 sheep kept by John Richards.  John and Ann Griffith were the parents of:

i.
Edward Griffith.  He was a yeoman in the parish of Bedstone, Shropshire.  He was to receive 3 swine, 3 bullocks and other livestock in the will of his father, John Griffith, 1614, and was appointed sole executor of his will.  Edward Griffith left a will, dated 14 April 1622 and proved on 12 June 1622 [Episcopal Consistory Court of Hereford].  His wife was still living at the time of his decease and she was to receive half of the messuage and tenement in which they lived He was the father of:
a.
Thomas Griffith.  He was left a legacy in the will of his grandfather, John Griffith, in 1614.  He was to receive half of his father’s lands after the decease of his mother [1622].  He was living in 1624 when he received 40 shillings in the will of his uncle, John Griffith of Clunbury.
b.
Richard Griffith.  He was left a legacy in the will of his grandfather, John Griffith, in 1614.  He was to receive twelve pounds when he reached the age of 21, according to his father’s will [1622].  The money was to be given to his uncle, John Griffith, and his father’s cousin, Thomas Davies of Wigmore, so that it would go towards his maintenance and schooling.  Thomas Davies was a witness to the will of Edward Griffith and perhaps hints that the Davies family of Wigmore were related to the Davies family of Coxall.  Richard Griffith was living in 1624 when he received 40 shillings in the will of his uncle, John Griffith of Clunbury.
c.
Anne Griffith.  She was to receive twelve pounds under the terms of her father’s will when she reached the age of 21 [1622].  She was living in 1624 when she received 40 shillings in the will of her uncle, John Griffith of Clunbury.
ii.
John Griffith.  He was left a legacy in the will of his father in 1614.  John Griffith of Clunbury, clerk, Co. Shropshire, made a will dated 1 February 1623/4 and proved at London on 7 May 1624 [PCC, 1624, PROB 11/143].  He was unmarried and left 20s to the poor of Clunbury and Bedstone.
iii.
Joan Griffith.  She became the wife of Richard Mason.  She was to receive one bay filly of 4 years old under the will of her father in 1614 and was one of the witnesses to his will.  Richard Mason was to receive a gown in the will of his brother-in-law, John Griffiths, in 1624.  John Richard and Joan Mason were the parents of:
a.
Richard Mason, the younger.  He was one of the executors of the will of John Griffith of Clunbury in 1624.
b.
John Mason.  He is described as a clerk (parson) in the will of his uncle, John Griffiths, in 1624.
c.
Abraham Mason.  He was to receive 40 shillings in the will of his uncle, John Griffiths, in 1624.
d.
Ann Mason.  She was to receive 10 pounds in the will of her uncle, John Griffiths, in 1624.
e.
Sarah Mason.  She was to receive 40 shillings in the will of her uncle, John Griffiths, in 1624.
f.
Thomas Mason, bapt. 25 April 1605 at Bucknell.  He was probably dead by 1624 as he is not mentioned by name in the will of John Griffith of Clunbury.  The burial register of Bucknell is missing from 21 February 1614/5 to 1638.
g.
Priscilla Mason, bapt. 13 November 1606 at Bucknell.  She was to receive 40 shillings in the will of her uncle, John Griffiths, in 1624.
iv.
Katherine Griffith.  She became the wife of Charles Macklen [Makelyn].  She is mentioned in the will of her father in 1614 as is her husband, Charles Macklen, who was to receive, amongst other items, 4 oxen to discharge a debt of £12:8s:0d that was owed to him by her father.  A Margery Makelyn was a witness to the will of John Griffith in 1614, as was Katherine Makelyn.  Charles Macklen was a witness to the will of Edward Griffith of Bedstone in 1622.  Charles Macklen was one of the witnesses and an executor of the will of his brother-in-law, John Griffith of Clunbury, in 1624.  Charles and Katherine Macklen were the parents of:
a.
Nathaniel Macklin.  He is mentioned in the will of his grandfather, John Griffith, in 1614 and in the will of his uncle, John Griffith, in 1624.
b.
John Macklen.  He was mentioned in the will of his uncle, John Griffith, in 1624.
c.
Thomas Macklen.  He was mentioned in the will of his uncle, John Griffith, in 1624.
d.
Jeremy Macklen.  He was mentioned in the will of his uncle, John Griffith, in 1624.
e.
Anne Macklen.  She was mentioned in the will of her uncle, John Griffith, in 1624.
f.
Susan Macklen.  She was mentioned in the will of her uncle, John Griffith, in 1624.
c.
Jane Griffith.  She became the wife of William Clerk of Bucknell in Co. Shropshire

d.
Katherine Griffith.  She became the wife of William Peter or Peters [Peitw].  She is mentioned in the will of her father in 1614
e.
Margaret Griffith.  She became the wife of Ieuan [John] ap Stefn [Stephen] of Gascob [Cascob, a parish in Co. Radnor].  There is a Chancery case in 1556-1558 between Thomas Lewes ap Griffith of London and Stephen ap Thomas ap Enyon, son and heir of Ieuan ap Thomas, concerning tenements in the Lordship of Radnor formerly held by Agnes verch Enyon of Cascob, great grandmother of the complainant [C1/1449/16-17].  Could this be the same Stephen?
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
